WHEREAS as a former President of the Civic Federation, Bill worked to reform the many local
governments of Cook County, including the City of Chicago, Cook county, Chicago Board of Education,

Since 2014, Bill has served as the Regional Outreach
Director for The Retreat, a not-for-profit organization committed to creating affordable, accessible, and
effective recovery services to help alcohol and drug dependent individuals recover; and

in the OId St. Pat’s Kinship Group; and
