WHEREAS, many people in Cook County are concerned that this problem isn’t being solved and that
the proper resources are not being dedicated to it, and

WHEREAS, the County ought to work with the Sheriff to make sure that office has adequate
resources to assist law enforcement agencies in preventing these individuals from going missing and
in locating them if they do, and

WHEREAS, the County Board’s Human Relations Committee is the proper body to bring stakeholders
together for a hearing in order discuss the scope of this problem and what resources can be provided.
