On 7/13/2018 the Board determined that it would need $ 420,000.00 in postage funds for the balance of Fiscal 2018. The

balance at that time was $132,880.73. Those funds have been used and the account balance at this time is $0.00. The
balance in the postage account 30 days prior was $700,000.00.

This account supports election related professional services, the largest percentage of which is for temporary staffing.
