Corporation of Lemont, Illinois for the aforesaid improvement to be completed in accordance with the
plans and specifications.

The awarded contract amount of this project was $2,621,418.30 and the final construction cost is
$2,457,419.28. The decreases are attributed to the difference between the estimated quantities and
actual field quantities of work performed with deductions in driveway surface removal, hma shoulders,
leveling binder, concrete driveways, Engineers field office, traffic barrier terminals, patching, joint or
crackfilling detectable warnings, catch basins, inlets, inlet filters, cleaning catch basins, and pavement
marking tape per field conditions
